REVIEW OF ELECTRICITY CODE OF PRACTICE
The Working Group noted that the Theft of Electricity Code of Practice (CoP)

had been updated following its last meeting.

In relation to disconnection, the Working Group noted that Ofgem have said

in the past that Suppliers can disconnect on grounds of safety. The group

noted that unless legal clarity was provide, a Supplier could not disconnect

de energise the site on safety grounds.

It was noted that the Supplier is bound by regulations and can instruct their
Revenue Protection (RP) Service to only de-energise a site, but cannot

perform a permanent disconnection of the service.

The group noted that this is an issue of interpretation and agreed to ask
Ofgem to confirm their position on repeated theft of electricity offenders,

who stole after the cut out and if the Supplier can disconnect.

ElectraLink also took an action to check the DCUSA references in relation to
Disconnect and de-energisation and update the CoP to ensure consistency

between the two documents.

The group reviewed of the appendices of the CoP, and recommended a
