Impact on DCUSA of Licence Derogations

Add a new definition to Clause 1 as follows:

Licence means a licence granted, or treated as granted, pursuant to

Section 6 of the Act.

Amend Clause 56.7 as follows:

Licence Derogations-from Charsins Methodolegies

56.7 Without prejudice to Clause 56.1, where the Authority grants a derogation to a BNO
Party under its Distributien—Licence relieving that BNO-Party of certain of its

licence obligations (including any derogation in respect of one or more of the

Charging Methodologies for any element of them), that derogation shall also be

effective for the purposes of this Agreement in the same terms_(to the extent relevant

to this Agreement). In order for any such derogation to be effective for the purposes

of this Agreement, a copy of it must be sent to the Panel.
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
