To minimise handling and simplify the process UK Power Networks has nominated
Sackers Limited to manage the disposal of these meters.

The meters do not need to be segregated.
To ensure asset tracking the Meter Operators will provide the serial numbers of the
meters sent to our nominated waste contractor. Waste meters sent to out waste

contractor must have a hazardous waste consignment note and the serial numbers.

UK Power Networks will retain these serial numbers.

All meters returned to Sackers must be transported and stored in line with the
Hazardous Waste Regulations.
